SUITABLE FOR MODEL

WIRE CONNECTION

Make the following Electrical Connection:
a). Connect the voltage supply line to ACL in Black.
b). Connect the voltage supply Neutral to ACN in White.
c). Connect Green ground lead to the supply ground lead.

Notes: 

Mounting plate and Anchor bolts need to be bought separately.

Installation Steps
1. Make sure the concrete base is suitable for the bollard load.
2. Install  Anchor Bolts (3) with  mounting plate (1) (order separately or customer supplied) into concrete, having at least 

1.6″ protruding from concrete with threads free and clear of debris and dirt. See Figure 2.
3. Ensure that conduit (customer supplied) exits concrete in the center of the three anchor bolts.
4. Loosen the Set ScrewB (3) with an L-type wrench and remove the Bollard Base of the Bollard.  
5. Place the Bollard Base over Anchor Bolts (3) and tighten all the Nuts and Washers. See Figure 3.

7. Be sure supply leads extend far enough to make wire connections with waterproof connectors (by others). See Figure 5. 
6. Install the Bollard Head to the Bollard Pole with Set Screw A (2). See Figure 4.

8. Slide the Fixture over on Bollard Base. Be sure to check the LED position on the Bollard. See Figure 5.
9. Replace the Set Screws B (3) to secure the fixture to the Bollard Base. See Figure 6.
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WATTAGE AND CCT SELECTABLE 

Factory Wattage Default Setting: 100% (22W)
Factory CCT Default Setting: WW (3000K)

Wattages and CCT can be set as required by selecting the combinations on the DIP switches.
